
Estate  
 
The estate is established on four different land pa rcels but is 
conducted in an unitary manner by the owner’s famil y even 
because all the different parcels are within the Mo ntalcino 
boundaries. In particular the headquarters are loca ted at Po-
dere Belvedere outside of the village of Torrenieri , one of the 
four Montalcino territory villages, where the new c ellar and a 
small vineyard is located. There is also the vineya rd based in 
Torrenieri, Localita Casella, the Castelnuovo dell’ Abate vine-
yards in Localita S. Polino.  

 
Podere Renaione:   
The rural house, which was built in the 1700s with typical rocks and bricks, 
has been totally restored with rural annexes and a total of 3.40 acres of land 
of which 0.30 acres is planted as Brunello di Monta lcino and 1.00 acres of San 
Antimo DOC, and some olive trees.  
All the vineyards are in production and the product ion is Brunello di Montal-
cino and Rosso DOC. The main building of 3200 sq. f t is perfectly restored 
with two detached buildings, which has also been co mpletely restored. The 
building is within walking distance from Montalcino  (less than one mile). 
 

Torrenieri vineyards, Localita Casella:  
These vineyards are located in Torrenieri (part of Montalcino) in a place called Casella, 
and has a surface of 51 acres with a South/South-We st exposition on a steep hillside. 
Part of the land is occupied by a creek that is not  cultivable.  
The land is a continuous parcel, that is naturally separated by a creek. The higher land 
(which is accessible by the property) and the lower  land (which is only accessible from 
higher land). Today the total composition of cultur e is the following: 
· Brunello di Montalcino DOCG vineyard of 7 acres 
· Chianti Colli Senesi DOCG vineyard of 7.5 acres 
· Orcia DOC vineyard of 10 acres 
· Creek areas of 2.5 acres 
· Grass area = 9 acres 
The creek and the grass area will not be planted in  order to keep most of the original 
landscape and also because of the large difference in altitude of the different creek ar-
eas.  
 
Podere Belvedere :  
Podere Belvedere is a rural house in one of the mos t beautiful areas of the Natural 
Park of Val d’Orcia. The house was built using typi cal brick and stone materials that 
have been preserved during restoration. Inside, how ever, the walls of Podere Belvedere 
have been rebuilt with the most modern techniques t hat all the house to be environ-
mentally friendly. The walls are insulated using wo od fiber panels, radiant wall heat-
ers (small plastic tubes that cover the wall with w ater which circulates at low tempera-
tures). During the winter, heat is provided by the bio masses obtained from the prun-
ing of the vineyards. 
The total area of land is almost 7 acres of which 6 500 sq. ft. is occupied by the house. 
21500 sq ft by the cellar, and 1 acre by the vineya rd. The remaining area is occupied by 
roads and services. The cellar has been built in or der to be able to work all the receiv-

ing grapes only by gravity, utilizing the natural c ooling of the soil during the summer and the natura l heating of 
the soil during the winter. 
The house and cellar is served by the Strada Provin ciale 71 di Cosona, an unpaved road for the length of 1.25 
miles, and then by the Strada Statale 2 Cassia, pav ed road that linked Rome with France in ancient tim es.   
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Castelnuovo dell’Abate vineyards, Localita San Poli no : The land has a total 
extension of 35 acres predominantly cultivated with  vineyards, the exposure is North-
East/South-West, and is on a gentle hill steep.  
The vineyard is divided in three different areas at  a different 
altitude, ranging from 1000-1300 feet above sea lev el. The access is 
from the higher vineyard, which is accessible using  an internal rural 
road. 
The soil is tufaceous-clay with elevated quantities  of scheleton 
(rocks) all of prehistoric marine origin. It is not  unusual to find fossil 
shells when the vineyards are cultivated. 

Today, the total area is utilized as follows: 
· Brunello di Montalcino DOCG vineyards 14 acres. 
· Sant’Antimo DOC vineyards 5 acres 
· Forest 8 acres 
In order to p reserve the environment and help reduc e the possibility of mudslides, the forest  
will not be cut to plant vineyards. The vineyard ha s also an underground recovery garage utilized for tractors 
during the winter and a water well.  
The vineyard is served by an unpaved rural road to the Strada Provinciale Castenuvo dell’Abate-Montalc ino.

Vineyard’s age: 12 years / 5 years  

Winemaking: At the beginning, frequent  pump-overs, reduced in f requence afterwards. A very 
long, soaking on dregs of the pressed grapes.  

Ageing: As is traditional, 24 months in French barriques an d Lavonia oak barrels for 24 
months.  

Fermentation and soaking: 25 days 

Bottle refinement: For 4 months, plus 6 months.  

Production: 8000 bottles: 15% for the Italian market and the re st mainly for USA, Japan and 
Germany. 

Alcohol: 13.50% 

Sugar: 1.30 g/l  

Acidity: 5.85 g/l
